A. Our traditional image of Dracula mostly comes from Hollywood; and in most
films Dracula is depicted as a vampire with a black cape, white make-up, long,
sharp teeth and insatiable desire for blood. He wanders around Transylvania
looking for juicy necks, then retires to his mountain-top castle. However, the real
Dracula was somewhat different.

B. The real Dracula was not a vampire, but he was just as bloodthirsty. And his
name was Vlad Tepes Dracul. He lived in the 15" century in Transylvania, what is
now Romania; and in his seven years of power, he killed more than 100,000
people. Dracul was also known as ‘Vlad the Impaler” because his speciality was
impalement. This is a cruel and painful method of killing people. This is pushed
through the man’s body then planted in the ground. The man was left there and
would often take days to die.

C. Dracul was born in 1431 and spent most of his childhood as a hostage in
Turkey. At the time Christian countries in this region were fighting the Muslim
Turks. The Turks wanted to dominate countries like Hungary, Austria, Serbia and
Romania. War with the Turks was almost continuous. At a young age Dracul was
captured by the Turks, along with his younger brother Radu. Dracul and Radu
were valuable hostages because they were sons of a prince, so they were taken
back to Istanbul and imprisoned by the Sultan Mehemet.

D. It wasn’t long before Dracul’s father, also called Vlad, found out. Vlad’s father
was a member of the ‘Order of the Dragon’, which was a powerful Christian
organization who were sworn to defend the Christian faith. Vlad’s father spoke to
the Sultan and offered money. However, this negotiation was seen as treason by
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John Hunyadi, the King of Hungary and another member of the ‘Order of the
Dragon’. King Hunyadi sent his henchmen to kill Vlad’s father.

E. Meanwhile in Istanbul, Sultan Mehemet was trying to convert Dracul and Radu
to Islam. Radu converted quickly but Dracul was far more stubborn. He was
tortured horribly. Many say that Dracul learned many of his sadistic techniques in
the prison of the Sultan. Eventually Dracul gave in and the Sultan sent him to rule
an area known as Wallachia. But after just a few months Dracul decided to join
King Hunyadi (the man who had murdered his father) to defeat their common
enemy, the Sultan.

F. Both Dracul and John formed an army and attacked the Turks. They were
successful and Dracul retook the Wallachian throne. During this period Dracul’s
favourite pastime was raiding villages in his territory and then killing everyone.
For some unknown reason he mostly chose German speaking villages. Most of
Dracul’s victims were killed by impalement. But there were other means too. He
also boiled and quartered people and cut off their heads.

G. Perhaps the closest we have to the Hollywood version of a vampire was a
woman called Countess Elizabeth Bathory. She was born in 1560 into one of the
most powerful families in the land of Transylvania. She was convinced that blood
could keep her skin young, so she started kidnapping young girls and then slowly
drinking their blood. Over a period of ten years more than 600 girls disappeared.
She was eventually tried and sentenced to life imprisonment.

It used to be widely believed that drinking coffee was bad for your health, mainly
because it contains caffeine, A . And it is true that in extreme cases too
much coffee lead to an overdose resulting in delirium, seizures and even death.

But in recent years several scientific studies have shown that moderate coffee
drinking (B ) could have some possible health benefits. C , that
coffee protects the liver from the damaging effects of alcohol. Coffee is also said to
lower the risk of type 2 diabetes, Parkinson’s and Alzheimer’s.

The health benefits of tea, on the other hand, are far less controversial and have
been known for some time. Green and black tea both contain D . Also
present in tea are useful antioxidants, which help protect against heart disease.

A Canadian researcher, Professor Laima Knott, has recently discovered some
health benefits of drinking spearmint tea. E , Professor Knott developed
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a strain of spearmint that is particularly rich in rosmarinic acid. This is a strong
antioxidant capable of relieving symptoms of asthma, arthritis and other
inflammatory diseases. Professor Knott says that drinking just two cups of tea a
day made from this spearmint should be sufficient F with
inflammatory type diseases.

Capped and gowned, Rudolph sat at the June sunlight, among other
graduates.

‘Now, in 1950, at the exact mid-point of the century’, the speaker was
saying, ‘we Americans must ask ourselves several questions: What do we have?

I have a B.A., a debt of four thousand dollars and a
dying mother. I want to be rich and free and beloved. My strength — I can run the
two-twenty in 23:8. My weakness? I am honest. He smiled inwardly. Where am I
going?

The man from Washington was a man of peace. ‘The curve of military
power is rising everywhere,” he said in solemn tones. ‘The only hope for peace is
the military might of the United States. To prevent war the United States needs a
force so big and strong, so capable of counterattack as to serve as a deterrent.’

Rudolph looked along the rows of his fellow graduates. Half of them were
veterans of World War II. Many of them were married, their wives sitting with
